Five ways to start

1. Build a Grassroots Movement for Local Jobs and Services

Millions of people are losing their unemployment benefits every week.

When you ask people to sign a letter you start conversations, find the people who want to do something, and you can start drawing them into your organizing. You’ll need those letters to pressure elected officials too.

5. Work with others. Use every chance to build coalitions and cooperation beyond your own social circle or organization. It is going to take more of us to move billions of dollars from war to community needs. Don’t try to do it alone!
